1English: 17 
2Math: 19 
3Reading: 18 

Important Note:  Meeting the above minimum marks and sliding 
scale does not guarantee your admission into an one particular 
university.  Keep in mind that several universities have more 
competitive standards for admission.  Other factors may also be 
considered, such as strength of schedule, involvement in activities, 
service, leadership, letters of recommendation, and essays.
